Num mundo agitado por crises ecoldgicas, economicas

e politicas, as forcas do autoritarismo e da reacao parecem
prevalecer. Como podemos referir, mapear e responder

a esta condicao?

Desde a “teoria da grande substituicao” as campanhas contra
a teoria critica da raca e a “ideologia de género”, a extrema-
-direita global de hoje promove motivos infundados sobre
ameacas letais aos tradicionais regimes politicos, sexuais e
raciais. Late Fascism debruca-se sobre as teorias do fascismo
produzidas no século passado, testando a sua capacidade
para iluminar o presente e desafiando lugares-comuns em
que se transforma o debate sobre este termo carregado.

Toscano aborda o fascismo como um problema e um processo
intimamente ligados as exigéncias de dominio do capitalismo.
Baseando-se especialmente nas teorias radicais negras e
anticoloniais do fascismo racial, Late Fascism torna claros os
limites da identificacao do fascismo apenas com a violéncia
politica de passados regimes europeus. Late Fascism permite-
-nos redescobrir praticas coletivas anonimas de criacao de
forcas contra esse dominio - tradicoes dos oprimidos que
continuam a ser um recurso para aqueles que pretendem
desmantelar as hierarquias e segregacoes que os partidarios
da ordem e da tradicao procuram reavivar e reimpor.

Alberto Toscano é Professor no Goldsmiths, University of London,
e na Simon Fraser University, Vancouver. Para além de ser um
escritor prolifico, traduziu obras de Alain Badiou, Antonio Negni,
Furio Jesi e Franco Fortini.

Ruth Wilson Gilmore é Professora no Graduate Center, City

Late
Fascism allows us to rediscover largely anonymous collective
practices of worldmaking against domination, traditions of the
oppressed that remain a resource for those set on dismantling
the hierarchies and segregations that the partisans of order and
tradition seek to revive and reimpose.
